The service was communion and in English. The only problem was the organist who took all the hymns so slowly, but it was wonderful nevertheless. Did our Dad come to Simla (as it was called then) after the war when he was in India with the RAF, I wondered. I want to look through those albums of his again. He may have worshipped in the same church. 

Anyway we are off to mandi in the morning by 2 cars. Porridge for breakfast again then. I have found dosas are nice.
