We are shortly to leave Agra. The Taj Mahal is definitely worth seeing. We got up very early to see the morning sun golden hour shed its light. There were long queues even then. That and the poor sleep on the night train to Delhi from Amritsar left me feeling unwell. By the evening I had a slight fever. However a couple of paracetomol and a much better night in bed has sorted me out marvellously. We followed the Taj with a full day in around. The best bit was seeing the Taj from the other side of the river where the crowds could be seen and heard but not experienced. The water buffalo were wallowing in the river, a camel offered rides and the funeral pyres were burning at the side of this sacred river - a tributary of the Ganges. Much nicer. We got shown how they inlaid into marble as on the taj, but didn't buy.
Our journey home starts with a car the near 200 Km to Delhi which we expect to take at least 4 hours.See you all soon after we get there.
